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One of America’s Darkest Moments Revealed: The Mormon Church and its Secret

The murder is viewed as a terrorist threat against the
governor for his recent crackdown on polygamists, and Homeland Security enters the fray. Along with Orrin
Christensen of Utah Attorney General’s Office, agent Bill Woodard traces lead after lead as another family is
found murdered, followed by another and another.

The investigators journey deep into contemporary Mormon thought and culture in an attempt to
discover the killer’s motive, but the only common thread that ties the murders together proves baffling. It
appears as though the killer is staging vicarious executions using descendents of the perpetrators of the 1857
Mountain Meadows Massacre as stand-ins for the hangman’s noose.

Destroying Angel propels the reader headlong into the fascinating and little understood world of
Mormonism and its polygamous subculture as it exists in the American West. In this fast paced tale of murder
— both modern and ancient — is found a critical contribution to the understanding of Mormon history in what
one critic has called “...the first accurate portrayal that both sides may accept.”
